Catholic Identity and History

Ave Maria University is a Catholic liberal aftssed institution of higher education
devoted to the education of the whole person, a dynamic process that engages students in
both the pursuit of academic excellence and a deep exploration of Catholic faith and
culture. The essential mission of the University is the development of a-Cémisted

scholar prepared for lifelong learning, a professional career, or in pursuit of further
graduate education.

In 1998, Ave Maria Institute was founded as a-year institute of Catholic higher
education with the encouragement and support of Bisbap F. Mengeling of the
Diocese of Lansing, Michigan. After it began in September 1998 with, forty students,
Ave Maria Institute quickly grew and it developed an ambitious ancetarhing plan for
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development. In 1999, it acquired a branch campus inrdtica. In the year 2000, Ave
Maria College was praccredited by the American Academy for Liberal Education
(AALE) and approved by the State of Michigan as a Hgear, degregranting
educational institution offering the Bachelor of Philosophy degrém Ave Maria
College graduated its first class in Spring 2002. The College received candidacy from the
North Central Association in the Spring of 2003.

As additional Ave Maria entities came into existence, the concept of an Ave Maria
University evolved.Originally conceived as a Michigan development, the wisdom of
establishing a Florida entity as the foundation for the University became increasingly
clear. Thus, an interim campus of Ave Maria University was established at the
Greenfield Commons property,025 Commons Circle in the Vineyards, an upscale
residential and recreational development in Naples, Florida. This campus is located on
seven acres and Phase | construction currently contains twesttoyr midrise,
condominium style residence halls,iadoor -outdoor recreational facility, classrooms, a
library, a chapel, computer laboratories, a dining facility, and offices for faculty and
administrative personnel. Phase Il construction will contain an additional set of six
faculty residences, and amditorium, bookstore, new chapel, and library expansion
complex, as well as additional parking space. Phase IIl will contain residential and
operational space for laboratories, faculty offices, and theéhemogate on the north

side of the campus. Wh&ompleted, this campus will contain more than 75,000 square
feet of facility space. The interim campus is designed to house more than 400 students
with adequate office space for faculty and staff and appropriate support facWitiate

the University lanches its operations at Greenfield Commons, property acquisition,
planning, and permitting work began on the permanent campus to be located east of
Naples near the Immokalee community.

In the Summer of 2007, the University opened the doors of its ampus in Ave Maria,
Florida. The campus is located in the community of Ave Maria which is in Eastern
Collier Countyon property between Oil Well Road and Camp Keais Road approximately
20 miles east of Naples, Florida and 5 miles south from Immokalee ahffgus includes

four singlesex dormitories, the Canizaro Library, an academic building with classrooms,
faculty offices, a lecture hall and an impressive array of scientific laboratories and
equipment, and a student union with a capacious dining haller@nde rooms, fithess
room, and student lounges, as well as several outdoor sports and recreational fields and
courts. Adoration chapels are located in the dormitories and the Canizaro Library. The
Oratory was dedicated as the Parish of Ave Maria Oratpigishop Frank Dewane on

the Feast of the Annunciation 2008.

The University is built as an integrated entity containing the educational and student
support facilities, a distinctive church, a commercial center, and residential and
recreational areas. Thievelopment is a significant development in the history of Florida

and higher education, as rarely has a campus of such anticipated stature been conceived
and built from the ground up within such a short time. This is the first new Catholic
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university tobe founded in more than 40 years. The total land owned by the University is
almost 1,000 acres. The campus is initially designed to occupy approximately 113 acres.

Ave Maria University Board of Trustees

Ave Maria University is governed by a sekrpetuating Board of Trustees that oversees
the activities of the University. From a legal perspective, the Board of Trustees is the
University. The Board of Trustees receives advisement from the Board of Regents as well
as the Board of Ecclesial Advisoof Ave Maria University.

In accordance with the bylaws of the University, the Ave Maria University Board of
Trustees is composed of members of the Catholic Church committed to its Magisterium,
i.e., the teaching authority of the Catholic Church. Buard guides the development of

the institution and takes responsibility for its ongoing programs and success. According
to the bylaws and common practice, the Board delegates to individual officers or groups
authority to formulate policies and procedumd$ecting the operations and academic
affairs of the University. In accordance with the laws of the State of Florida, the Board
exercises fiduciary responsibility for the University, reviewing and approving its annual
budget and making appropriate polagcisions. The Board of Trustees is deliberative in

its processes and often depends on administrators to propose policies for consideration on
matters of importance to the institution.

On the recommendation of the faculty and administrators of the Witiyethe Board
confirms and awards all academic degrees and honors.

Ave Maria University Branch Campus in Nicaragua

The Ave Maria Universitjatin American @mpus, is located in the Province of Carazo,
city of San Marcos, Nicaragua, a small community located about 25 miles from
Managua, the capital city of Nicaragua. The campus was originally a campus of the
University of Mobile, a Baptist institution locatea Mobile, Alabama. In July 2000,
pursuant to the missionary component of the Catholic mission of Ave Maria, the
ownership and control of the institution waiicially transferred to Ave Maria College

of Ypsilanti, Michigan, the predecessmstitution to AMU. Operating as a branch
campus of that institution, the Nicaraguan location eventually became accredited by the
American Academy for Liberal Education (AALE) and achieved Candidacy with the
North Central Association of Colleges and Schools (NCR)e campus operated within

this framework until summer of 2007, when Ave Maria Universitfjcially assumed

total control over the programs and operations of the location. This acquisition occurred
concurrently with the closing of the Ypsilanti campus.
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The campus student body is international in character; however, it is an English speaking
campus. All students must meet campus specific admissions requirements, including
passage of the TOEFL examination. The faculty is also international in chacacbéng

largely from American and European institutions. The campus must satisfy American
accreditation standards and currently enjoys accreditation from the American Academy
of Liberal Education. As a branch campus, students from either campus caertransf
freely for at least a semester to experience collegiate learning and Catholic mission
activity in an international environment. In 2600308, the student body numbered 465
students, a large percentage of which are eligible for Federal financial aidtifeom
American government. The campus featudiksen classrooms, several of which are in

the process of being converted into "smart classrooms." The University recently received
two grants from U.S.A.1.D, through the American Schools and Hospitals AAGdA)
program, the funds from which are being used to partially fund the new Howard Library,
currently under construction. The remaining funds are being used to upgrade additional
classrooms as "smart classrooms," assist with the equipping of theyl dmdrgenerally
improving operational elements of the campus. Housing is provided botampus in

the residence halls and in approved community locations. The campus also features an
administration building, facultgffices a student services buildjnrecreational facilities,

and a 300 person chapel, "La Purisima."

The campusoffers the Bachelor of Arts degree in the major programs of Biology,
Business Administration, Politics, Psychological and Social Sciences. Additional non
major courses are alable in Chemistry, Computenformation Systems, English,
Mathematics, Philosophy, Physics, Spanish, and Theology. The campus provides a wide
array of individual and group developmental services through the Campus Learning
Center. The campus also iste for its excellent English language program for younger
studentofferedthrough the Ave Maria Language Institute (AMLI) and for adult learners
through the Ave Maria International Language Institute, which is located in Managua and
San Salvador, El Sador. Academic courses are atdtered on an occasional basis in
Managua at the University location in the national capital city.

The campu®ffersa robust Catholic spiritual life provided by resident priests, as well as
members of a local Franciscaammunity and the Student Listaff through its various
programs.  The campus enjoys an excellent relationship with the Archdiocese of
Managua. The campus features daily Mass and a complete Catholic sacramental life
provided by the clerical members oktekampus community.  The Student Lifiéice
provides a dynamic student spiritual and social programs dedicated to-tericala

and spiritual growth and development of the student body. The campus location provides
an excellent launching place foxperiencing a wide variety of missionary and outreach
services, as well as thora and fauna of Central America through a variety of-eco
tourist activities. Central and Latin American history (including@oéumbian interests)

and literature opportunds also exist for students interested in those areas of inquiry.
The campus is located approximately 45 minutes fsomc ar agua o s,rapldyc i f i ¢ C
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becoming famous in the United States for its tourism, American second home, fishing,
and surfing actities. The colonial city of Granada has recently been added to cruise line
itineraries providing an opportunity to experience early Central American historical and
colonial ambience. Modern shopping opportunities are available in Managua in one of
severalshopping centers. Enroliment in the AMIAC programsoffers a wide variety

of individual and group international living experiences and educational opportunities
offeredthrough the University's branch campus.

General Policies

Ave Maria University Latin American Campus welcomes applications from all persons
who desire a quality education and who are in agreement with the philosophy held by the
institution. A candidate for admission must normally have an academic diploma from an
accredited high school or equivalent, demonstrate an adequate level of English language
proficiency, and should give evidence of good moral character, academic ability, and
personal maturity. An accredited high school, for admissions purposes, may be
considered such if it has been accredited by a regional accrediting agency approved by
the U.S. Department of Education, or alternately approved by the respective local
governmentat hor i ti es. AEquivalento is defined a
school, home schooling, or GED credits. Home schooled applicants may be considered
for equivalency credit provided some measurable standard is submitted, such as the ACT
or other tefs). Questions by the Director of Admissions concerning high school
accreditation or equivalency credit may be referred to the Admissions Committee for
review.

The Ave Maria University Admissions Office provides information and aslioins
counseling for prospective students. Interviews are a desirable part of the admissions
procedure.
